Proudly celebrating over 120 years , the community of Proctor was created in 1892 when the Duluth, 

Missabe and Northern Railroad was extended.  The city was founded by Beriah Magoffin and 

originally named Proctor Knott  for a friend o f the founder.  The flat plateau in Proctor was the 

perfect site for the railroad shops and storage yards.  The Proctor railroad yard was once the largest 

ore sorting railroad yard in the world.
